In the middle of the upper 



part of the article in capital letters the title of the article is written, to the right of the next 

line - information about the author: name, academic degree and title (if any), university 

name and phone number. There are also annotations, keywords, references to used literature 

are given in square brackets [source number, page number] and sorted by articles. At the 

end of the article, a list of references is given in the order in which they appear in the text. 

The file name must match the author's surname. For example: Mirzaeva N. - Application; 

Mirzaeva N. - article. 

The fee for the publication of materials in the conference collection is total 30,000 

sums. Free for students. Participants will be provided with a set of conference materials in 

electronic form. The organizers have the right to sort and edit articles.
